INFORMATION ABOUT BURSARY

The Agricultural Economics Association of South Africa (AEASA) established the BD Nomvete Memorial
Bursary Trust Fund in memory of Prof. B.D. Nomvete, to provide PhD bursaries to eligible students in
Agricultural Economics or an approved related discipline. The bursary amount is R50 000 per annum per
student over two years, with a maximum of three years.

Selection Criteria

The following minimum selection criteria shall apply:
e Applicants must meet the admission criteria of the relevant higher education institution.
e The study undertaken by the student must be of such a nature as to potentially contribute to either
the field of Agricultural Economics or towards the solution of agricultural economic or socio-
economic problems in a meaningful way.

e The applicant shall be a South African citizen.
e Applicants may not be older than 35 years in the first year in which they receive the bursary.
o Preference will be given to applicants from previously disadvantaged backgrounds.
e Studies must be undertaken on a full-time basis.

o The candidate’s certified detailed academic record.
o Two character references.
